The program will provide selected participants with the following:

· Two professional development workshops on varying topics;
· Attendance at a specialised industry networking event;
· Assistance to complete training courses or workshops specific to their individual development needs;
· Official recognition of selection and participation in the program. 

The following will be required of participants throughout the program’s duration:
· Attendance at all organised events and workshops.
· Undertake an individual volunteer project. 
· Completion of all evaluation surveys.

Please be prepared to attend sessions throughout the months of March to June 2012, as a part of the program. 


Who can apply?

Students in Western Australia who are enrolled in a sport and recreation related course of at least a Certificate III or first-year tertiary level, are performing well in their studies and are interested in gaining employment in the sport and recreation industry.

Please be aware that all program events will be held in Perth. Regional applications will be accepted, however please note that travel expenses to and from Perth for program events are the responsibility of the applicant. 



Assessment of applications

Applications will be assessed by a panel of representatives from the Department of Sport and Recreation and key sport and recreation industry bodies. Applicants may be required to attend an interview.
